Cumulative Epi-Summary for 2023

As of 15 October 2023, a total of 3,276 suspected cases including 102 deaths (CFR 3.1%)
have been reported from 27 states

Of the suspected cases since the beginning of the year, age groups <5 years are mostly
affected, followed by the age groups 5 - 14 years in aggregate of both males and females

Of all suspected cases, 51% are males and 49% are females

Zamfara (907 cases) accounts for 28% of all suspected cases in the country of the 27 States
that have reported cases of cholera

Obubra LGA (515 cases) in Cross River State accounts for 16% of all suspected cases
reported in the country

Other States; Cross River (718 cases), Bayelsa (341 cases), Katsina (302 cases), Ebonyi (227
cases), Niger (161 cases) and Abia (149 cases) account for 58% of the suspected cases this
year

Comparatively, suspected cases of Cholera in the current year have decreased by 79%
compared to what was reported as at Epi-week 39 in 2022. Likewise, cumulative deaths
recorded have decreased by 77% in 2023

Suspected Case:

» Any patient aged =2 years with acute watery diarrhoea and severe dehydration or dying from
acute watery diarrhoea with or without vomiting.

» In areas where a Cholera outbreak is declared, any person presenting with or dying from
acute watery diarrhoea with or without vomiting.

Confirmed Case: A suspected case in which Vibrio cholerae O1 or 0139 has been isolated in the
stool by culture.
