RESPONSE

On 28% February 2020, a multi-sectoral Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) was activated at Level 3 —the
highest emergency level in Nigeria —led by NCDC in close coordination with the State Public Health EOCs
(PHEOC).

e Concluded assessment of waste management across selected facilities in the country

e Deployed a month’s stock of COVID-19 medical supplies to SMoH for surveillance activities and
case management to secondary and tertiary health facilities as well as PHCs in four (4)
geographic zones- North West, South West, North East and South South

e Developed strategies for strengthening school programme for stakeholders support

e Ongoing training of correctional facilities to build their capacity on prevention, detection and
report of COVID-19

e Commenced the deployment of Surveillance Outbreak Response Management and Analysis System
(SORMAS) in Enugu and Abia States
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The National Reference Laboratory (NRL), Gaduwa, FCT has been selected as the Regional
Reference Sequencing Laboratory (RRSL) for COVID-19 and other emerging diseases by WHO
Trained Community Health Workers (CHEWSs) and Proprietary Patent Medicine Vendors (PPMV) in
Yenagoa, Bayelsa State
