Highlights

e In week 29, the number of new suspected cases is 17, compared with 10 cases reported in week 28,
2023. These were reported from six (6) States — Ogun (9), Oyo (3), Bayelsa (2), Enugu (1), Yobe (1) and
Imo (1) across 9 Local Government Areas.

e Since week 1 of 2023, nineteen (19) States and FCT have recorded at least one confirmed Mpox case
across fifty-two (52) Local Government Areas. In 2023, the States with the highest burden are Lagos
(27.8%), Ogun (19.0%), Abia (7.6%), Imo (6.3%) and Edo (5.1%), contributing 66.7% of confirmed
cases.

e The number of confirmed cases is zero (0) in week 29, 2023, same as zero (0) confirmed cases reported
in week 28, 2023.

e Nodeath was recorded in week 29, with a CFR of 0.0% same as CFR of 0.0% that was reported in week
28, 2023.

e OQverall, since the re-emergence of Mpox in September 2017, 3456 suspected cases have been
reported from 36 States and FCT in the country. Of these 3456 suspected cases, 1068 (30.9%) were
confirmed (with males predominantly affected) from 34 States and FCT. seventeen (17) deaths have
been recorded since the re-emergence in 2017.

e The National Mpox multi-partner, multi-sectoral Technical Working Group (TWG) continues to
coordinate the response activities at all levels.

Case definitions
Suspected case

e An acute illness with fever >38.3°C, intense headache, lymphadenopathy, back pain, myalgia, and

intense asthenia followed one to three days later by a progressively developing rash often beginning

on the face (most dense) and then spreading elsewhere on the body, including soles of feet and palms
of the hand.

Probable case

e A case that meets the clinical case definition is not laboratory-confirmed but has an epidemiological

link to a confirmed case.

Confirmed case.
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e Aclinically compatible case that is laboratory confirmed
Contact
e Any person who has been in direct or indirect contact with a confirmed case since the onset of
symptomes, i.e., contact with skin lesions, oral secretions, urine, faeces, vomitus, blood, sexual contact,
sharing a common space (anyone who has been in proximity with or without physical contact with a
confirmed case)

e (Case Fatality Rate (CFR) for this disease is reported for confirmed cases only.
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
