HIGHLIGHTS

e Two hundred and eighty-eight (288) confirmed cases were
reported in the last 24 hours from 15 states — Lagos (88), Kwara
(33), Osun (27), FCT (25), Enugu (25), Abia (20), Kaduna (17),
Plateau (13), Rivers (13), Delta (10), Gombe (8), Ogun (4), Oyo (3),
Bauchi (1) and Katsina (1).

e Three hundred and fifty-five (355) cases were discharged in the
last 24 hours in 14 states — Edo (92), Enugu (60), Kwara (45), Oyo
(33), Ogun (25), Osun (23), Kaduna (21), FCT (17), Rivers (17), Kano
(12), Bayelsa (5), Imo (3), Gombe (1) and Plateau (1)

e Eight (8) deaths were recorded in the last 24 hours in five states —
Edo (3), Kwara (2), Katsina (1), Ogun (1) and Oyo (1).

e All 36 states in Nigeria, and the FCT, have reported a confirmed
case.

Elections During the COVID-19 Outbreak in Nigeria.

e To protect our elders, and those with pre-existing medical conditions, NCDC has issued an
Advisory for Vulnerable Groups.

e NCDC has released guidelines on the re-opening of places for worship.

e NCDC has released Strategies to Improve Surveillance for COVID-19 Guidance for States

e The Nigeria Police Force has released COVID-19 operational guidelines for the Police and other
Law Enforcement Agencies in Nigeria

e Guidelines have been issued for the safe transportation of remains of persons suspected or
confirmed to have died of COVID-19

e Information on diagnostics of the COVID-19 virus can be found in our detailed FAQ document.

e Toincrease our testing capacity, NCDC has issued guidelines for the integration of private labs.

e Guidelines for businesses and employers have been updated.

the website of the Presidency — including presidential addresses, task force updates and
information on livelihood and economic support.

RESPONSE

On 28 February 2020, a multi-sectoral Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) was activated at Level 3 — the
highest emergency level in Nigeria —led by NCDC in close coordination with the State Public Health EOCs
(PHEOC).

e Supported the orientation meeting of Epidemiologists engaged to oversee community volunteers
for contact tracing and active case search in 10 states with 20 community volunteers each per
state supported by partners

e Provided supportive supervision for decontamination of the private clinic where a confirmed case
was managed in Calabar, Cross River State

e Facilitated interviews for resource persons to provide appropriate narratives on
hydroxychloroquine situation

¢ Identified relevant resource persons to feature in the upcoming Human Rights Radio interview
series supported by the Presidential Task Force

e Received a total of 259 Persons of Interest (POls)/returnees: Egypt (215), Ghana (39) and Congo
Brazzaville (5) on 1%t of August 2020

e All POIs/returnees were received, screened and given the travellers kit on arrival at the Nnamdi
Azikiwe International Airport Abuja (NAIA)

e All returnees were issued COVID-19 test appointment
