DATA AS REPORTED AND ACCURATE BY NCDC AS OF MIDNIGHT 27TH MARCH 2022 

HIGHLIGHTS 
 

• In Week 12, the number of samples tested 

decreased to 80,272 from 151,580 reported 

in week 11. These were reported in 36 

states and FCT (Table 1).  

• In Week 12, the number of new confirmed 

cases in absolute numbers decreased to 

143 from 201 but with increase in 

percentage to 0.2% from 0.1% reported in 

week 11. These were reported in 8 states 

and FCT (Tables 1 & 2). 

• In Week 12, the number of discharged 

cases decreased to 26 from 105 in week 

11.  

• There were no deaths reported in the last 

one week (Tables 1 & 4). 

• Cumulatively, since the outbreak began in 

Week 9, 2020 255,333 cases and 3,142 

deaths have been reported giving a case 

fatality rate (CFR) of 1.2% (Tables 1 & 4).  

• In Week 12, the number of in-bound 

international travellers tested was 9,027 of 

which 52 (0.6%) were positive compared to 

80 (0.8%) (out of 9,432 tested) in week 11. 

• In Week 12, the number of out-bound 

international travellers tested was 6,420 of 

which 15 (0.2%) were positive compared to 

14 (0.2%) (out of 7,183 tested) in week 11. 

• Worldwide, there has been 481,756,671 

confirmed COVID-19 cases with 6,127,981 

deaths giving a case fatality rate of 1.3%.

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IN FOCUS: Maintaining COVID-19 Safety Measures at Mass Gatherings and Events 

To limit the spread of disease during the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, public health and social 

measures were quickly instituted worldwide. At mass gatherings and events, there is an increased risk 

of COVID-19 spread due to person-to-person contact, contamination of frequently touched surfaces and 

sharing of personal items. Although the ease of the restrictions such as lockdown has since allowed for 

the resumption of everyday activities, it is important that public health and social measures are 

maintained to protect our health and those around us. 

Recently, the 26th biennial Nigeria University Games Association (NUGA) was hosted at the University 

of Lagos. This was the first NUGA since 2017 as the event scheduled for 2020 had to be postponed 

due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The Nigeria Centre for Disease Control (NCDC) supported the event 

organisers to ensure the health and safety of participants through the implementation of COVID-19 

protocols. This included assessment of the venue, screening of participants, and provision of public 

health communication content for the programme. The NCDC, other ministries departments and 

agencies, and partners continue to provide critical support to ensure events like NUGA games, other 

events and conferences nationwide are held in accordance with COVID-19 guidelines.  

We strongly urge event organisers to take proactive measures to minimize the risk of COVID-19 spread 

by limiting the number of attendees to allow for physical distancing and other measures such as:  

1. Disinfection and cleaning of surfaces at the venue 

2. Provision of handwashing facilities and/or hand sanitizers 

3. Proper ventilation of indoor spaces 

4. Enforcement of the use of face masks during the event

If you have been in contact with a confirmed case of COVID-19 or are experiencing symptoms such as 

cough, fever, or loss of smell and/or taste, take responsibility by avoiding all gatherings and get tested 

for COVID-19 immediately. Testing is an important step to reduce the risk of the spread of the disease 

and is free at any of the government laboratories available in all 36 states and the FCT. 

 

RESPONSE 

On 28th February 2020, a multi-sectoral Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) was activated at 

Level 3 which is the highest emergency level in Nigeria. This is led by the NCDC in close 

coordination with the State Public Health Emergency Operations Centres (PHEOCs) and through 

the deployment of 62 Rapid Response Teams (RRT) to states. Currently, response activities 

include: 

• Deployed a team to Lagos State to support the NUGA that held in University of Lagos to 

ensure compliance to COVID-19 protocol 

• Approval granted by the National Health Research Ethics Committee (NHREC) for the study 

on understanding COVID-19 in Nigeria: a qualitative exploration of community members’ 

and health professionals’ perspectives  

• Ongoing data collection on burden of COVID-19 on Healthcare Workers (BCHW) Study

• Conducted oxygen assessment and advocacy visit to National Agency for Food Drug 

Administration and Control, Standard Organization of Nigeria, and Air Liquide in Lagos  

• Ongoing active case finding and contact tracing in 15 states 

• Continued follow up with states for daily reporting, contact tracing and key challenges  

• Ongoing enhanced surveillance at points of entry 

• Ongoing monitoring and supervision of healthcare activities across health facilities 

• Ongoing collaboration with Institute of Chartered Accountants of Nigeria and College of 

Medicine University of Lagos in the delivery of the IPC intermediate course for healthcare 

workers across the country 

• Ongoing addition of labs to the network (optimization/activation) on a case-by-case basis 

• Ongoing COVID-19 laboratory audit across the laboratory network in the country 

• Ongoing COVID-19 surge testing scale-up project in Abia, Akwa Ibom, Edo, Ekiti, Kwara, Kebbi, 

Osun and Sokoto States
